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DRESS CODE

You have been selected to attend this institute because you have presented strong leadership potential. As California’s future leaders, the CLYLP expects you to attend all institute sessions in your most tasteful clothing choices. You will be meeting esteemed professionals and the CLYLP wants you to present yourself in clothing that represents your potential. 

Participants must wear clothes that are comfortable and appropriate to this conference’s learning environment. The Los Angeles Institute’s (LAI) adult/professional staff will have the discretion to require any student to change clothing if they determine that the student is wearing any attire that is not appropriate. If anyone refuses to comply with the dress code guidelines, the staff may send you home at your/your parent’s own expense.
Throughout the program, you will be visiting Los Angeles City Hall, the Los Angeles County Hall of Administration, the UCLA campus and an off-campus local for the LAI banquet. You will be meeting high-ranking public officials and so the guidelines below are to aid you in selecting and packing appropriate attire.

Day 1- LA City Hall and LA County Hall of Administration: corporate casual 

Think of what you would wear to an interview…women may wear slacks, chinos, khakis or a skirt paired with a blouse and a blazer. Similarly, men may wear slacks, chinos or khakis paired with a button down, collared shirt with a blazer. Wear dress shoes that allow you to walk several blocks. Absolutely no jeans, t-shirts, tennis shoes, open-toed shoes or flip-flops are allowed.

Day 2- UCLA and Banquet

During the day, the dress at UCLA is casual. For the banquet, although semi-formal attire is required, make sure to wear shoes in which you are comfortable walking.

Day 3- UCLA

As above, casual dress. At the banquet, CLYLP will provide you with a conference t-shirt to wear on Day 3.
Do’s and Don’ts

· You may not wear: tube tops, halter tops, strapless garments, backless garments, excessively short shorts, dresses or skirts

· You may not: have a bare midriff, have cleavage showing nor wear mesh tops

· Attire may not: advocate, advertise, denote or be recognized as racist nor have crude or vulgar printing, slogans, symbols, designs or pictures depicting drugs, alcoholic beverages, tobacco, violence, graffiti, sexual suggestions or unlawful activity, nor denote negative group/gang membership or affiliation

· All underwear shall be completely covered at all times.

· You may wear tank-tops and shorts that are not excessively short. For women wearing tank tops, shoulder straps must be wider than one inch and bra straps should not be visible.

· Comfortable shoes are recommended, as some walking will be required every day.

· At the banquet on day 2, you must wear semi-formal attire. This is the most formal event of the weekend and is attended by a number of dignitaries, including sponsors and supporters of the CLYLP. Your banquet attire must meet the dress code requirements.

I have read and understand the dress code. I will pack and wear appropriate attire and if I have questions, I will contact CLYLP LAI staff for clarification. I also understand that if I fail to comply with these dress standards, I may be sent home.
