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RULES & GUIDELINES
1. Be punctual, beginning with your transportation arrangements.  

2. Be at designated places at all times.  Attendance at all sessions is mandatory.

3. Stay with your assigned group at all times.  Participants and staff are not allowed to leave the activity area.

4. Be out of the residence hall by 8:00 a.m. every morning.  Breakfast is from 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.

5. Be in your room by 10:00 p.m. every evening.  Lights out at 10:30 p.m.

6. Attend all meals and social functions.

7. All non-CLYLP residence halls are off-limits to all participants.

8. Males and females are restricted to their respective floors at all times.

9. No smoking or drinking of alcohol by participants or staff will be allowed at any time during the conference.  

10.  No drugs, except approved medication, will be permitted.

11.  No cell phones or portable music devices are allowed during institute sessions.  Cell phones

           and music devices are to remain in your dorm room throughout the institute. Such items seen 
           outside of your dorm room will be taken away and returned to you at the end of the institute.  

12. You must follow the enclosed dress code guidelines.  In addition, all hats and sunglasses must be removed during sessions.

13. You must maintain a respectful attitude toward peers, facilitators, peer counselors and conference staff at all times.

14. Participants will be charged for any lost keys or property damage.
